One of San Diego’s most beautiful characteristics is its diversity, something

Point Loma.

Many Portuguese immigrants settled in Point
Loma, making part of our San Diego community
in various ways, mainly in the tuna industry.
Over the years, our Luso-American patrons have
shown their roots by means of past, present and
future Portuguese restaurants, bakeries, radio
stations and educational centers. Our UPSES
Hall houses events, fundraisers, and club
meetings, but we all unite as one for one

function in particular: The Holy Spirit Festival.

The Holy Spirit Festival or Festa do Divino
Espirito Santo is San Diego’s oldest ethnic
festival. It roots from the religious and cultural
traditions and beliefs and is undoubtedly our
Portuguese community’s largest and most
important event. It is realized seven weeks
after Easter and includes a procession,
crowning ceremony, and traditional luncheon,
gratuitously feeding over 5,000 people each
year. Other activities include folkloric dancing,
live music, and the sale of traditional

Portuguese food.

It takes over one year to plan our festival, and a crucial element to its
success are the several fundraisers needed to produce this yearly occasion that
means so much to our community and heritage. And now, in its 100t year, the
significance is no different.
